Mr. Jeff Wakefield of Ontario Special Olympics recognized the Hamilton Police Service by presenting Chairman Morelli and Chief Brian J. Mullan with a Certificate of Appreciation for the many years of support.

b) Chief’s PRIDE Award
“People Really Interested in Delivering Excellence”

One of the values of the Hamilton Police Service is, “Providing Quality Service”.  This commitment to service excellence is an important part of an organizations journey towards being recognized by our community as one of the Best Police Services in this nation.

There are occasions when members of this Service go above and beyond the normal expectations of our citizens.  These are not acts of courage in the face of extreme danger, but they are special acts of compassion, support and quality service that are worthy of recognition.  

Chief Mullan presented the P.R.I.D.E. (“People Really Interested in Delivering Excellence”) Award to Constable Garry David and Psychiatric Nurse Gord Davies.  The pair were recognized for an incident on April 17 in which Hamilton Police responded to a distraught person.  Recognizing the woman’s plight as serious, the officers contacted COAST (Crisis Outreach Service Team).  Constable David and Psychiatric Nurse Davies responded as part of the COAST unit, and were able to successfully diffuse the situation.  As good fortune would have it, they simply shared a coffee during the ‘roll up the rim’ promotion, which provided a $1,000 windfall to the individual who was clearly in need and while she offered to share the prize, they declined.  They are PERSONS WHO ARE REALLY INTERESTED IN DELIVERING EXCELLENCE.
